Administrative Studies
The MPA program is accredited by the National Assoc. of Schools of Public Affairs & Administration. This is the recognized accrediting body for MPA programs. The site visit team was promised the MPA program would net 2 additional faculty in the upcoming 2-3 years. To date, the program has hired faculty to "replace" Dr. Munro who retirements in 2003.

Graduate assistantships must be maintained at least at the $16,000.00 level to support(1) site data base required for the next NASPAA re-accreditation process,(2)junior faculty, and (3) support the FWB program.

In order to continue to expand the data base of information gleaned from surveys of all 702 alumni and current students, a 20 hour per week graduate assistant is required. Continuation of the policy for distributing the full $16,000 the MPA program brought to CoPS from the College of Arts and Social Sciences is mandatory. A staff of one fulltime person cannot successfully do all work required by programs, staff and the MPA accrediting organization.
