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Sexual Assault Program
The Rape Aggression Defense, RAD, program has become more popular.  We offer it to students as a credit hour course. RAD is available to faculty and staff during work hours. UWF Police are in the planning stages of a RAD program for children. UWF Police teamed with the Counseling Center, the Dean of Students Office and Housing to form a UWF Sexual Assault Response Team. UWF Police participated in the Take Back the Night, Sexual Assault, Awareness Program.  We provided five sexual assault prevention programs in the resident halls this year. 
Alcohol and Drug Abuse Program
The UWF Police conducted eight Booze and Brakes programs on campus. With the assistance of UWF students, we conducted a demonstration using showing how drinking alcoholic beverages affects driving. The demonstration including allowing participants to drink alcoholic beverages in a controlled environment and using sobriety tests to show different levels of impairment and its effects on driving.   UWF Police participated in one DUI checkpoint in Escambia County with the local police. UWF 
State and Local Programs
The UWF Police participated in the following state and local programs: Click-it-or-Ticket, Child Seat Safety, MADD, Regional Domestic Security Task Force, Domestic Violence Coalition, Pensacola Sexual Assault Response Team, Pensacola Crisis Intervention Team and the Escambia County Emergency Operations Team. We participated in joint training in emergency planning with Santa Rose Sheriff’s Office, the Escambia County Sheriff’s Office, and the Pensacola Police Department. We participated a mock Anthrax infection drill with the Department of Health.
