The Department of Psychology had three faculty members who provided several mental health services to the community:  a consultant for Favor House, a disaster mental health specialist for the Red Cross, a member of the Northwest Florida AIDS consortium, a member of the Sacred Heart Miracle Camp Board of Directors, a member of HOPE Center HIV/AIDS program Advisory Board and a trainer for the HOPE training program.

The Department of Psychology had three faculty members provide service to the community in health-related areas. One faculty member provided training for the HOPE training Program of the APA.
